	PLEASE READ CAREFULLY – CHANGES HAVE BEEN MADE TO THE DRESS CODE.

Twill Garments/Polished Cotton or Uniform Type:	Khaki or Navy only
Slacks:  No–bellbottoms (boot cut is okay); no pockets on legs, no jeans, no denims, no gauchos, no cargo pants, no corduroy. Jumpers, skirts, skorts, shorts Must be near knee-length. Capri pants can be worn as long as they are uniform materials and colors.

Shirt Styles:	Short or long sleeves
		Oxford shirts:  white or powder blue
		Polo shirt:  Navy, white, or powder blue
		Turtlenecks:  Navy, white, or powder blue – Not to be worn under T-shirts
Blouses:  White or powder blue with 1-3” collar – solid no designs/lace/ruffles
		Carter T-Shirts

Sweatshirts: Solid navy or Carter-logo over collared shirt without hoodie. Fleece Carter logo jacket allowed.

Jackets:	Carter logo-only jackets, navy blue jackets, or button-up sweaters may be worn in classrooms. All outer coats need to be placed in lockers. 

Sweatpants:	ALLOWED ON PE DAYS ONLY – must be either solid navy or Carter logo.

Sweaters:	Navy or white cardigan, v-neck, and crewneck

Belts:	Solid navy, khaki, brown, cordovan, or black.  Plain buckles. No decorated buckles or belts. Hint:  Buy boys’ belts.  Keep an extra belt in locker or backpack.

Socks:	Plain white above the ankle socks only.

Shoes:	Sneakers only. No shoes with lights, wheels or any other fad shoes. Shoes must be laced up and tied. They must not flop when walking. 

Hair:	Must be neat and clean and above the collar for boys.  Hair is not dyed or tinted in unnatural colors.  Boys do not wear braids, and ponytails, Mohawks, mod style (long bangs), designs cut into hair. Hair cannot be distracting.

Jewelry:	Boys do not wear earrings or band-aids to cover earrings.  No distracting jewelry. No oversized or dangling jewelry. Key chains are worn inside of clothing. No keychains or decorations from belt loops.

Items not allowed:	Artificial fingernails, nail polish, makeup, body glitter, hats, and tattoos. 
Purses must be kept in the student’s locker.

Carter’s community takes its responsibility for teaching our students seriously; therefore, Appearance Cannot Distract From the Business Of Learning!


Only uniform clothing can be worn. If in doubt about a particular clothing item, footwear or accessory, don’t let your child wear it.  


Shorts and skorts may be worn all year.  However, as with all skirts and jumpers, the length must be near-knee length.  That means all year, not just at the beginning of the school year.  Buy larger sizes for the end of the school year, as well.  Finding school uniforms is difficult in the spring!


Consequences for Violating the Dress Code

1st Incident:  Reminder note with guidelines to be signed by parent sent by teacher.

2nd Incident:  Phone call from school from the office.

3nd Incident:  Parent required to correct the violation.

Repeated violations will require the Principal to administer additional consequences. i.e.; after school detention, in house suspension, dismissal of field trips, and may even result in out of school suspension.

The dress code is an essential characteristic of the traditional program and will be monitored and consequences will be enforced.



Clothing may be purchased from any store as long as it is uniform clothing, which meets Carter’s dress code requirements.
