Dress Down Day Guidelines

The guidelines listed below must be followed when participating in a schoolwide Dress Down Day.  All designated Dress Down Days are scheduled as fundraisers for noncharitable organizations and require a $2 donation .  The student’s hand will be stamped upon making the required donation and teachers will check for hand stamps throughout the day.

· Sport Shirts/Street Shirts:  Students may wear sweatshirts (no hoodies), sleeved jerseys (sleeveless jerseys must have a T-shirt underneath), button down shirts and T-shirts.

· Definition of Sport Shirts:  You may wear professional teams (NFL, NBA, etc.), college/university, high school, organized community leagues, Newburg Middle spirit or club shirts.

· Polo Shirts:  You may wear your normal school uniform polo, sleeved striped polo, or sleeved solid color polo of any color. (Abercrombie, Aerospostle, American Eagle, etc… are permitted.)
· Pants/Jeans:  You may wear blue, black, brown, or gray jeans (these are the only colors) or your uniform pants.  Skinny Leg Jeans are permitted.  Jeans can not have holes, patches or frayed areas.
· Pant legs may be tucked into boots.
· Shorts/Skirts: You may wear blue, black, brown, gray or plaid.  All shorts/skirts must be below the finger tips in length. NO LEGGINGS UNDER SHORTS/SKIRTS!
· Shoes:  Must be regular uniform dress code shoes/boots.  No boots with balls attached to strings!
· Restrictions:  You cannot wear sweatpants, jogging pants, warm-up outfits, any shirt with your name airbrushed on it.  No clothing that advertises profanity, alcohol, indecent content or drugs.
· Tip:  If you are unsure about it, DON’T WEAR IT!  
Students who do not meet these guidelines will be placed in an alternative location until parents arrive with
 a change of clothing or your required donation.  All clothing must be appropriate for school attire.
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
