
General Rules

· Clothing will be of appropriate size.

· Oversized clothing is not allowed.

· No sagging of pants, shorts, or skirts.

· Hats, bandanas, metal hair rakes/combs/picks or sunglasses cannot be worn in the building.

· No doo-rags are permitted

· Outerwear (such as coats) must be removed after entering the building and stored in locker.

· Labeled clothing is not to be worn
· No pacifiers
· No visible tattoos or writing on the body.

· No sweatbands may be worn on the head, wrist, ankles, or anywhere else on your body.

· No grills, removable or permanent allowed.
· Shirts must be tucked in with belts showing at all times.

· Pants must be secured at the waist. 

· No backpacks can be carried from class to class.  
· No pajamas; No house shoes;

· No writing on the pants across the behind of your pants

Jewelry
Pierced jewelry may be worn in the earlobe only. 
No oversized hoop earrings. May not be larger than a quarter in size.    
No eyebrow piercing, no tongue piercing, no visible body piercing.
Jewelry that depicts drug, alcohol, violence or anything else considered inappropriate may not be worn
No visible key chains/medallions/necklaces and/or large charms worn on the outside of uniform shirts.

No spiked jewelry (necklaces, bracelets, etc.)

No wallet chains, No Silly Bands   

Cell Phones

Cell phones must be powered-down prior to entering the building and may be powered-up upon exiting the building.  Cell phones and holders must remain out of sight while inside of the building.
Hair
Bangs must be above the eyebrow level or pulled back.
No hair bands worn around the forehead
Hair style or color must not be disruptive to the school environment. No fluorescent/Neon colors.
Shirts
Shirt tails must be long enough to tuck and stay tucked in

Oxford:

Only white, black, light blue, royal or navy blue, long or short sleeved without logos.

No work shirts

No logos other than “official” Newburg logo

Polo:

Only white, black, light blue, royal or navy blue, long or short sleeved without logos.

No capped sleeves, 3 button polo’s only

No logos other than “official” Newburg logo

Turtleneck:

Only white, black, light blue, royal or navy blue without logos.

T-shirts/undershirts (Long or short sleeves):

Plain white only, no writing or designs may be worn under oxford or polo shirts

All t-shirts worn under oxford or polo shirts must be white. 
Sweatshirts
Only white, black, light blue, royal or navy blue sweatshirts with or without Newburg Middle School embroidered on it.  No hoods, pockets, zippers, buttons, or logos.

No hoods or zippers

Sweaters

White, black, light blue, royal or navy blue (No logo) Cardigan and v-neck sweaters or vests; must be worn with a polo, oxford or turtleneck underneath.  

No hoods or zippers

Skirts/Skorts/Shorts/PinaFores/
Jumpers
(Cotton twill, cotton/polyester)

Navy blue, Black or Khaki

No side pockets or cell phone pockets on the leg

Must be hemmed

No hip huggers

No denim, spandex, or corduroy

Must be appropriate length:  When arm is fully extended down to the side, clothing should reach below the tip of the middle finger.
Slacks/Pants/Capris 
(Cotton twill, cotton/polyester)

Navy Blue, Black, or Khaki
No pants with side or cell phone pockets on the leg(s)  

Pant legs can be tucked into boot.
Must be hemmed. No frayed hems

No cargo pants

No bell-bottoms

No splits or cut outs in the fabric on the leg

No hip huggers

No denim, spandex, or corduroy type fabric

No jogging/ sweat or running pants

No elastic ties, rubber bands, or shoelaces at the bottom.
No rolled up pant legs

All slacks and pants must be worn at waist level.

Socks/Stockings/Tights/

Knee Highs:

Colors: should not cause a distraction
Undergarments
Should not be visible

Belts 
Any Color –EXCEPT Red or Blue
Belts must be worn when clothes have belt loops.

Must be of appropriate length so that excess length is not hanging down.  

No oversized belt buckles. The belt buckle must be smaller than the size of a credit card.

No belt buckles that are animated or battery operated.
No spiked belts

Belts and buckles cannot depict anything inappropriate for school.
Ties: Optional 

Ties may not display inappropriate advertising (alcohol, drugs, etc.)

Shoes:
Athletic Shoes:

Any color athletic shoes. 

Dress and casual shoes:  All shoes must be tied and/or slip-ons (loafer type).  Shoes may not be opened-toed or open heeled (examples: sandals, clogs, house slippers, mules.)  No high heels or shoes that light-up.  Shoes SHOULD NOT be a distraction to the learning environment.  It is not necessary to purchase extremely expensive shoes.  

No Heelies (skate shoes)
No Boots with balls attached to strings

Practical Living Uniforms -P.E. 
Navy blue shorts/sweats pants/jogging pants, white sweatshirts, white T-shirt (plain), white socks and tennis shoes Athletic shoes must follow the uniform policy.  Uniforms may be purchased from the bookstore.

Spirit Days  
Thursdays are School Spirit Day.  School Spirit Shirts may be worn with uniform bottoms on theses days.  Spirit shirts must have a Newburg Logo on them and may be purchased in the school bookstore.  (School sponsored clubs and activity shirts)
