Components of Academic Grades

Academic grades reflect what the student knows and is able to do.  Academic grades must now include a minimum of four of the following components:

· Cooperative Group Work

· Discussion/Problem Solving

· Homework

· In Class Assignments

· Journals/Logs/Notebooks

· Participation

· Portfolio (Collection of Content Work)

· Projects/Performance Assessments/Presentations

· Quizzes and Tests

· Student Reflection

One component may not count for more than 25 percent of the total academic grade.  Participation points are not attendance points, and academic grades are not reduced as punishment for misconduct.  Documentation of academic components is required.  Each teacher must supply a copy of his or her grading procedures to the students and the principal.  Parents/Guardians may obtain information about grading procedures from their child, at Open House, and during parent/guardian-teacher conferences.

I (Incomplete)—Incomplete work due to absence must be completed and the grade recorded within two weeks of the end of the interim grading period, semester grade, or final grade unless the student is enrolled in ESS. If the student has not completed the work within that time, the student’s grade is recorded as U.

· 7th Grade Writing Portfolio or On-Demand Writing 

If a student passes 66 2/3 percent of the classes taken but has not passed language arts or mathematics or has not completed a writing portfolio, the student will be conditionally promoted to the next grade. The student, however, must show competency by successfully completing school- or district-designed competency modules during the current or following school year. The work may be part of coursework, ESS, or pull-out sessions. However, regarding the writing portfolio, the student must complete the missing components the following year, with the exception of eighth grade students who must complete them before transitioning to ninth grade. 

Westport Dress Code 2010-2011
Shirts/Tops
Polo shirts in these colors: Westport (royal) blue, navy, gray, black, white

· May have long or short sleeves.

· Must be solid color with no logo or emblem other than Westport.

· Long or short sleeve solid color t-shirts (no visible words or designs) may be worn under polo shirt.

Crewneck sweatshirts and sweaters may be worn in these colors: Westport blue, navy, gray, black, white.  

· Must be solid color with no logo or emblem other than Westport.

· No hooded sweatshirts may be worn in the school building.

Any Westport-issued polo shirt, sweatshirt, jersey, or t-shirt is allowed with uniform pants.  

· This includes shirts for grade level teams and extracurricular organizations.

Pants/Bottoms

Pants, capris, skirts, or shorts may be khaki, black, or navy blue.

· Capris, skirts, and shorts must be at or below the knee.

· Skirt slits must be below the knee.  

· No cargo style pants, cargo style capris, or cargo style shorts.

· All pants and shorts must be worn at the waist.
· No decorative or oversized belt buckles.

Other Dress Code Rules
Heavy coats, outerwear, and hooded sweatshirts must be kept in lockers and may NOT be worn in the hall or classroom at any time.

Shoes with a closed toe and closed heel are required at all times.

· No house slippers, flip flops, footies, or footwear that does not provide sanitary and safe protection.

· No shoes with wheels of any kind may be worn.  

All hats, scarves, sweatbands, and bandanas must be kept in lockers and may NOT be worn.  

· Scarves worn for religious reasons are an exception to this rule.

NO chains may be hanging from clothing.

Bags, backpacks, purses and other book bags that are large enough to carry a textbook are to be kept in lockers and may NOT be worn/carried in the hallway or classroom at anytime.  

· Small purses are allowed. 
All clothing shall be worn in a business fashion without alteration. 
·  (E.g. No rubber bands on legs of pants or backs of shirts, tucking pants into socks, or other such alterations deemed distracting by administration).  
Any other issues not addressed above that are considered to be inappropriate, distracting or disruptive will be handled at the discretion of the administrators.
Students violating the dress code will be removed from the regular classroom until the violation is corrected.  Repeated violations will result in school-level consequences, to be determined by school administrators.
Occasionally we will designate a dress-down day for students.  On these days, students may wear non-uniform pants and shirts, but the following rules still apply: pants/skirts/shorts must be at or below knee; all shirts must have sleeves; no headwear; no pajamas; midriff, cleavage, and underwear must be covered; clothing with messages about alcohol, drugs, weapons, sexually suggestive or violent material are never allowed.

Attendance
We encourage students to maintain regular attendance at school.  However, if it becomes necessary for a student to miss school, the parent or guardian should call and inform the school of the absence.  The Attendance Clerk, Mrs. Ernspiker, can be reached at 485-6024.  Additionally, upon returning to school the student should bring a note from a parent/guardian or doctor for the absence to be marked “excused.”

Class work that is missed because of an excused absence should be made up by the student.  The deadline for make-up work equals the number of days missed plus one.

Cell Phones & Electronic Equipment
Cell phones are not to be used, turned on, or visible between the hours of 7:40 a.m. and 2:20 p.m.
MP3 players, iPods, electronic games, CD players, headphones, or any other electronic devices are not allowed between the hours of 7:40 a.m. and 2:20 p.m.

Any violation of these rules will result in confiscation of the device by any school personnel.  Items will be secured in the main office and will only be returned to a parent or guardian.  Repeated violations of the policy will result in further school consequences.  
The school is not responsible for loss or theft of cell phones or other electronic equipment.

Permission to Change Transportation
Occasionally students want to ride the bus home with a friend and not use their normal mode of transportation from school.  In order to accommodate this, we require written communication from BOTH parents with contact information so that we can verify the request.  Students must turn in these notes by 8:00 AM.  If we are not able to contact both parents during the day, the students will not be allowed to change transportation.  This is to ensure everyone’s safety.
